Property Report

There is continual minor repairs being done thru out the building and
grounds. However, there are several major items that will need to be
replaced or repaired.

The shingle roof will need to be replaced in 3 to 5 years at a cost of
$22,000 or more.

There are 8 furnaces and 13 swamp coolers in the Church. 2 furnaces
and 4 swamp coolers are only 4 years old. However, 6 furnaces and 9
swamp coolers are more that 20 years old. 2 swamp coolers will be
replaced this summer. The sprinkler system has been repaired.

Hopefully, the tile buy the kitchen will be replaced this summer. Plans
are progressing.

Research is being done on painting the outside of the Church. Some
repairs need to be done first.

Other items to be considered when the money is available are, replace
the carpet in the Fellowship Hall and hallway, tile in the narthex, and
replace the asphalt in the parking lot.
